— Acknowledging city contributions to a
more Social Europe — Call for a European
Capital of Social Progress Award

More than two thirds of the European Union's inhabitants live
in cities, a share that is expected w grow. Many of the complex
challenges pointed out in the Ewrepean Pillar of Secial Rights
such as inequality, affordable housing, prejudice or climate
change impacts concentrate in our cities. The changes needed
o achieve the UN Suslainable Develofament Goals will require

a comprehensive and integrated societal transformation
including social, cultural, economic and technological
challenges that will deeply impact our urban societies, as
highlighted also in the Basque Declanation. New Pathaays for
European Cilies and Toums.,

THE BATTLE FOR A FAIRER, HEALTHIER, MORE EQUITABLE,
SOCIALLY PROGRESSIVE AND SUSTAINABLE SOCIETY
THAT EMBRACES ITS DIVERSITY, WILL BE WON OR LOST
IN CITIES.

Cities are laboratories for solving societal challenges

through innovation; they are accelerators of opportunity, as
demonstrated by the 1 EL Social Progress Cities Summit, Cities
are therefore crucial sites of social progress with a high degree
of sacial cohesion, socially balanced housing, and social health
and education. They function as key platforms for democracy,
cultral dialogue and diversity, places for environmental

regeneration, and engines of economic growth.

In the framework for the EUY Cohesion Policy 212027, one
main objective is a “maore Soctal Europe, delivering on the European
Fiillar of Social Rights and supporting quality employment, education,
skills, social inclusion and squal access to heallheare™. As cities,
we are keenly aware of our role as social innovators in
delivering services to meet basic human needs, creating

a foundation for well-being and opportunity through
integrated and innovative efforts.

CITIES' CONTRIBUTIONS TO A MORE SOCIAL EUROPE
DESERVE EROADER RECOGNITION AND REQUIRE GREATER
VISIBILITY TO GENERATE POSITIVE IMPACTS BEYOND THE
LOCAL LEVEL.

‘Within the European Union framework there are several
awards that recognise the achievemenis of cities in improving
different aspects of city life and the living environment, such
as the European Capital of Culture, the European Capital of
Innovation, and the European Green Capital. However, the
European Union has no award recognizing the contribution of
cities 1o social progress and transformartion.

In view of the above considerations, we, Mayors and authorized
representacives of the cities and other stakeholders signing
this declaration and agreeing with its principles call on the
European Union and its authorities wo establish a European
Capital of Social Progress Award. This is to be awarded

each year to a city that is a rransformation role model

other cities or municipalites, e.g. by having implemented
successful policies addressing social justice, spatial segregation,
inequality, polarization, integration, intergenerational issues,
or implemented innovative and enterprising solutions that
improved the quality of urban living environment. One
inspiration can be the Social Progress Index framework. Such
an award would give an additional impetus to make urban
environments more equal, healthier, create opportunities

o recognize and share best practices, and strengthen social
progress cooperation and capacity building within the
European Union.

‘We urge the European Commission to include our proposal in
the negotiations for the new Cohesion Policy Agenda and other
relevant initiatives. The representatives of the undersigned
cities are willing to contribute to the development of the
principles, criteria and procedures for the nomination of the
European Capial of Social Progress. We authorize Ms. Janet
Agren, Mayor of Umed, wo present this declaration 1o the
President of the European Commission, the Commissioner for
Regional and Cohesion Policy, the Commissioner for Social
Policy, and the Commissioner for Research and Innovation.
